BEIJING, November 10, 2008 – Today marks the start of the two-day JUCCCE China Energy Forum in Beijing, which gathers 300 delegates from around the world, and in different sectors from government to industry to NGOs, to showcase successful partnerships that are acting to deploy clean and efficient energy and operations in China.
